The priest or minister uses the 
pulpit to preach a sermon: a 
lesson based on the Bible. 





The pews

The Font

take place in the church.  It often has 
a lid.  Why do you think that is? 





The Altar 
This is the most holy part of the 
church.  The congregation will take 
communion here.
